TREK OVERVIEW

The Kamchatka peninsula extends 1300km (800miles)
down the easternmost part of Siberia. A chain of hundreds
of volcanoes runs its length, and the highest and most
impressive group Kliuchevskaya, lies 350km (220 miles)
north of its only city, Petropaviovsk, about 80km (50
miles) inland from the Pacific coast.

Kamchatka’s volcanoes are set in one of the world’s most
pristine natural environments — rich in wildlife and mainly
free of roads, tracks and people. Petropavlovsk is
accessible only by sea or air. Conditions are harsh, and

temperatures can drop to -50°C in winter/+12°C in
summer. Many of the volcanoes are highly active and the
proximity of the sea produces unpredictable weather. You
will not get an area with so much diversity of geothermal
activity anywhere else in the world!

The area was opened to foreign mountaineers in 1991 and
even now very few have visited. Most of the routes have
been pioneered by Russians. A number of the regions
visited are on the UNESCO World Heritage List.

Adventure Peaks recognises that climbing, hill walking and mountaineering are activities with a danger of personal injury or
death. Participants in these activities should be aware of and accept these risks and be responsible for their own actions and

involvement.
